Principal’s Message: 

This week I am pleased to share with you an update regarding the Design for Excellence Five Year Plan 

for our school and the goals that we have identified for 2025-2026.  The Five Year Plan is a compilation 

of the goals from the self-study process and reaccreditation visit that occurred during the 2021-2022 

school year.   

 

The following is a list of goals for Year 4 (2025-2026). 

 

1. Strengthen the integration of the Catholic faith across subject areas through professional 

development and by providing opportunities for collaboration among teachers. 

2. Strengthen the onboarding process and mentoring program for new faculty members to 

ensure that new teachers develop a comprehensive understanding of the school mission and 

detailed awareness of procedures while experiencing on-going support through collaboration 

with mentors. 

3. Enhance the middle school house system by establishing a common curriculum and goals. 

4. Coordinate with the Alumni Committee to provide more current data for the parish email and 

text messaging platform, which has a subset of data used by the school. 

 

In the months ahead, I’ll provide periodic updates as we work to complete these goals.  In the 

meantime, should you have any questions about our Five Year Plan, please do not hesitate to let me 

know.

                  Zoom Authorization Form 

Over the course of the past several years, our school community has successfully 

demonstrated the capacity to pivot when necessary in order to provide instruction in new and 

innovative ways for our students, specifically through online learning.  It is important that we 

maintain a process as well as procedures that will allow us to transition to online learning if 

necessary, such as in the event of multi-day closures due to inclement weather.     

 

In support of this planning process, in the days ahead we will send a digital copy of the Online 

Technology Consent Form (Zoom Authorization) to parents of all students.  With this form on 

file, we will be ready to provide instruction via Zoom should this ever become necessary 

during the school year.

In January we will provide a copy of the Continuous Enrollment Contract to parents of 

students completing their first year of enrollment at All Saints. Through completion of this 

form, parents may continuously enroll their child/ren through 8th grade at All Saints or, if 

necessary, until such time that they complete the withdrawal process.   With submission of 

this contract, there is no need for future completion of an annual re-registration form.   

 

The Continuous Enrollment Fee will automatically be billed through FACTS accounts on March 

2, 2026.  The completion of the contract, for first year families, and payment of the fee will 

confirm enrollment for your child/ren for the upcoming school year.
